Attention-Getting Devices: Attention-Getting Devices: Items such as tape measures, blow Items such as tape measures, blow 
horns, split bamboo poles, whistles, or whips longer than six (6) feet horns, split bamboo poles, whistles, or whips longer than six (6) feet 
that would alter the performance of a horse or disturb another horse that would alter the performance of a horse or disturb another horse 
will not be allowed at the entrance of the show ring, ring-side, or will not be allowed at the entrance of the show ring, ring-side, or 
in the warm-up rings.
